NOTE:  State laws do not permit a minor to obtain property of a real value.  In most states, anyone under the age of 18 is a minor, but in some states is someone under 19.  Sometimes a Testator or testatrix may decide they do not want a beneficiary to receive any property until they have reached an older age such as 21 or 25.  Any decision to withhold any part of your estate until the beneficiary attains an age that is over 21 forces you to establish a trust and requires that you complete questions 8 and 10 of this section.

3.  A general power of attorney is a written instrument executed by one person, the principal or grantor, designating another individual, the agent or “attorney-in-fact”, to broad powers or authority to perform act’s on that person’s behalf (e.g., power over property, vehicles, children, etc.).  A durable general power of attorney has the same legal effect as a general power of attorney except that the power survives the incapacitation or disability of the principal.  A durable power of attorney may be subject to the following limitations (1) those that come into effect only when you are disabled or incapacitated (e.g., in a coma); and / or, (2) those that are effective only for a specific time period(e.g., one, two or three years) .
